I will not soon forget the summer of 2010.

On June % one of my older brothers, Alan, died suddenly in a farming acci-
dent near Omaha, Nebraska. Alan was the first of us eight Borhart siblings
to die. He was the third to the oldest in the family. It was a mortality wake
up call to all in my family. We truly do not know the time or place or man-
ner in which the Lord will call us to our heavenly home. His wife, three
grown children, their spouses, and four grandsons will miss him. There is
an earthly hole in our family. He lives now with the Lord because of the
faith he has in Jesus Christ, our Lord.

On June 24, at 4:00 in the afternoon, my wife, Dale Ann, had a very large
blood clot travel from her right leg through her heart and settled in her lungs.
We now realize how very serious the clot was and how close to death she
was that afternoon. Nine days in the hospital and many prayers and medi-
cines enabled her to return home for further healing and strengthening. The
arthroscopic knee surgery she was waiting for when the clot occurred is still
on hold as of this writing. We hope to have it done soon so that her recovery
will include her lungs and knee at the same time. During the initial hours of
the blood clot and treatments, Dale Ann also developed a bleed in the back
of her brain on the right side. The bleed has impacted her sight somewhat.
When the clot went to her lungs, she fell and suffered severe bruising in her
left arm and also on her right side. The pain from the bruises was one of the
main concerns during her time in the hospital. A Greenfield Filter was in-
serted into her main vein coming up from the legs. The idea is that the filter
will capture any large clots if any should ever form again. So, you can see
that my bride of 35 years (August™)6 has been through a lot in the last
weeks. As best | could, | helped her get through those tough days.

I will not soon forget that life is precious and everything can change in an
instant. | will not forget the strength the Lord gives when it is needed the
most. | will not forget the great love and compassion of the members here at
Zion. The cards, and many other expressions of love and concern have been
a blessing to Dale Ann and I. We know that we are not the only ones who
have gone through such trials and loss. We ask the Lord to be with all who
have gone through unforgettable experiences. We know that there are more
joys and sorrows ahead for us and for our friends. But thanks be to God the
Father of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, who gives us hope and peace
through all things.
